Implementing the Act On Some Measures Concerning Chemical Weapons Prohibition 


The Office for Nuclear Safety hereby sets forth pursuant to Section 35 paragraph 5 of the Act No. 19/1997 Coll., On Some Measures Concerning Chemical Weapons Prohibition, and On Amendments to Act No. 50/1976 Coll., On Zone Planning and the Building Code (Building Act), as amended, Act No. 455/1991 Coll., Trades Licensing Act, as amended, and Act No. 140/1961 Coll., the Penal Code, as amended, as amended by the Act No. 138/2008 Coll., (hereinafter “Act”):

Section 1

Scope of Regulation 


This Decree regulates:

a) statutory contents of the report on activities performed for protective purposes,

b) schedules of highly dangerous, dangerous and less dangerous chemicals,

c) facilities where highly dangerous chemicals can be produced,

d) statutory contents of the report on highly dangerous, dangerous and less dangerous chemicals handling and on production of discrete organic chemicals,

e) concentration of dangerous chemical and less dangerous chemical in mixture with other substances and packaging method of the products with the contents of dangerous chemicals and less dangerous chemicals for the purpose of reporting and transfers,

f) details regarding keeping the register of highly dangerous, dangerous and less dangerous chemicals.

Section 2

Activities for Protective Purposes 

(ad Section 6 paragraph 2 of the Act)


The statutory contents of the report on activities performed for protective purposes shall be specified in the Annex No. 1.

Section 3

Schedules of Highly Dangerous, Dangerous and Less Dangerous Chemicals 

(ad Section 7 paragraph 2 of the Act)


Scheduled chemicals shall be enlisted into the schedules as follows:

a) highly dangerous chemicals in Schedule 1 which is contained in the Annex No. 2,

b) dangerous chemicals in Schedule 2 which is contained in the Annex No. 3,

c) less dangerous chemicals in Schedule 3 which is contained in the Annex No. 4.

Section 4

Highly Dangerous Chemicals Production 

(ad Section 9 paragraph 3 of the Act)


Highly dangerous chemicals can be produced only:

a) at a single small-scale facility where reaction vessels in production lines are not configurated for continuous operation. The volume of such a reaction vessel shall not exceed 100 litres, and the total volume of all reaction vessels shall not be more than 500 litres,

b) at one facility for protective purposes where an aggregate production at this facility shall not exceed 10 kg per year,

c) at facilities  for research, medical or pharmaceutical purposes where an aggregate production at these facilities is more than 100 g per year, but it does not exceed 10 kg per year per facility,

d) at laboratories for research, medical or pharmaceutical purposes where an aggregate production shall not exceed 100 g per year per laboratory.

Section 5

Reporting Duty on Highly Dangerous Chemicals Handling
(ad Section 18 of the Act)


Statutory contents of the report on highly dangerous chemicals handling is specified in the Annex No. 5.

Section 6

Reporting Duty on Dangerous Chemicals Handling 

(ad Section 20 paragraph 3 of the Act)


(1) Quantities of dangerous chemical and concentration of dangerous chemical in mixture with other substances are hereby specified as follows:

a) 0.1 kg of dangerous chemical identified as “*” in Schedule 2 Part A,

b) 10 kg of other dangerous chemical enlisted in Schedule 2 Part A,

c) 100 kg of dangerous chemical enlisted in Schedule 2 Part B,

d) 30 percentage by weight of a dangerous chemical enlisted in Schedule 2 Part B and 300 kg of the total quantity of the mixture.


(2) Statutory contents of the report on dangerous chemicals handling and plants for their production, processing and consumption are specified in the Annex No. 6.

Section 7

Concentration of Dangerous Chemical in Mixture with Other Substances and Packaging Method of the Products with the Contents of Dangerous Chemicals 

(ad Section 22 paragraph 2 of the Act)


Concentration of dangerous chemical in mixture with other substances and packaging method of the products with the contents of dangerous chemicals are hereby specified as follows:

a) 1 percentage by weight of dangerous chemical enlisted in Schedule 2 Part A,

b) 10 percentage by weight of dangerous chemical enlisted in Section 2 Part B,

c) products packed for retail trade or for individual use.

Section 8

Reporting Duty on Less Dangerous Chemicals Handling 

(ad Section 23 paragraph 3 of the Act)


(1) Quantity of less dangerous chemical and concentration of less dangerous chemical in mixture with other substances are hereby specified as follows:

a) 1000 kg of less dangerous chemical enlisted in Schedule 3,

b) 30 percentage by weight of less dangerous chemical enlisted in Schedule 3 and 3000 kg of the total quantity of the mixture.


(2) Statutory contents of the report on less dangerous chemicals handling and plants for their production are specified in the Annex No. 7.

Section 9

Concentrations of Less Dangerous Chemical in Mixture with Other Substances and Packaging Method of the Products with the Contents of Less Dangerous Chemicals  

(ad Section 25 paragraph 2 of the Act)


Concentration of less dangerous chemical in mixture with other substances and packaging method of the products with the contents of less dangerous chemicals are hereby specified as follows:

a) 30 percentage by weight of less dangerous chemical enlisted in Schedule 3,

b) products packed for retail trade or for individual use.

Section 10

Keeping the Register of Highly Dangerous, Dangerous and Less Dangerous Chemicals 

(ad Section 25a paragraph 2 of the Act)


(1) The register consists of individual registration pages which must be bound and consecutively numbered so that the data contained therein can not be subsequently changed. The form of the page is contained in the Annex No. 8.


(2) The register contains:

a) on the title page 

1. identification data of a natural person (name, surname and address of his permanent residence) or a legal entity (name, registered seat and place of establishment, identification number, if assigned),

2. start date from which the records are entered,

3. name and surname of a statutory body or its members, address of his permanent residence and signature of a statutory body or its members,

4. name and surname of an employee who is responsible for keeping the register, address of his permanent residence and his signature,

5. name of scheduled chemicals registered in the register,

6. for licensees data on granted licenses stating the reference number, or, if appropriate, changes thereof, including the issue date of the license,

b) on the first page the schedule of scheduled chemicals; the schedule contains serial number of a scheduled chemical and the first page of appearance of the item in the register.


(3) Each scheduled chemical shall be registered on consecutive separate pages in the register.


(4) Incorrect data shall be corrected so that the original record remains legible and each correction must be signed by an employee responsible for keeping the register. The employee shall attach to his signature the date of correction record.


(5) If the number of pages reserved in the register for certain item is exhausted, it is possible to reserve in the same register for the same scheduled chemical new consecutive pages and to supplement by this item the schedule on the first page of the register.


(6) Registers for the chemicals enlisted in the schedules according to Section 3 a) to c) shall be kept separately.


(7) If the register is kept in digital form, it must be printed out and bound as of 31 December of each calendar year so that the data contained therein can not be subsequently changed.

Section 11

Reporting Duty on Discrete Organic Chemicals Production 

(ad Section 26 paragraph 4)


Statutory contents of the report on discrete organic chemicals production and plants for their production are specified in the Annex No. 9.

3.7. medical countermeasures,

3.8. hazard modeling.

4. Information on the existence of units, one of whose principal functions may be protection against chemical weapons 

Brief specification of tasks of the military units for protection against chemical weapons (such as collective protection, decontamination, detection, medical countermeasures).

5. Information on the training programme related to protective purposes 

5.1. information on training of military units using real chemical warfare agents or simulants,

5.2. information on training of military units in the following fields:

a) use of personal protective equipment,

b) decontamination,

c) detection,

d) medical aspects of protection.

5.3. information on providing of training of military units or civilian personnel on protection against possible attacks by chemical weapons performed in the previous year.

6. Information on protection of the civilian population 

6.1. information on programs for protection of the civilian population in case of use or threat of use of chemical weapons,

6.2. information on exercises that include the response to chemical weapons attack against the civilian population,

6.3. information on training of the civilian population for protection against the effects of chemical weapons attack,

6.4. information on training documents regarding protection against chemical weapons attack (e.g. leaflets, internet sites).

7. Additional information 

Scientific papers, publicly available, published in the reporting year and related to the purposes of the protection against chemical weapons.

2.1. the number of plants which are subject to reporting duty,

2.2. the name or identification of the plant,

2.3. precise location including geographical coordinates,

2.4. determination whether the plant:


a) produces less dangerous chemicals,

 
b) is dedicated to such activities or multi-purpose,

 
c) performs other activities with respect to the less dangerous chemicals reported, 
including specification of such other activities,

2.5. the production capacity of the plant for each less dangerous chemical.

3. Information on less dangerous chemicals

3.1. the chemical name of less dangerous chemical, common or trade name used by a person filing the report and CAS registry number,

3.2. annual report on past activities containing total amount of less dangerous chemical produced or transferred by a person filing the report in the previous calendar year,

3.3. annual report on anticipated activities containing total anticipated amount of less dangerous chemical which is to be produced in the following calendar year, including the anticipated times periods for production,

3.4. determination of purposes for which the less dangerous chemical was or will be produced:


a) processing and consumption on site with a specification of the product type,

 
b) direct transfer from the territory of the Czech Republic with identification of the states 
involved,

 
c) other purposes, including their precise specification.

Statutory contents on production of discrete organic chemicals 
and on their production facilities 

1. Information on a person filing the report

1.1. name and surname of a natural person or name of a legal entity that produces discrete organic chemicals,

1.2. identification number, if assigned,

1.3. address of permanent residence of a natural person, registered seat or place of establishment of a legal entity,

1.4. date of elaboration of the report, name and surname of a person authorized to act for the entity specified under clause 1.1. and his/her signature.

2. Information on plants
2.1. the number of plants which produced by a synthesis during the previous calendar year more than 200 tons of discrete organic chemicals or which produced by a synthesis during the previous calendar year more than 30 tons discrete organic chemical containing phosphorus, sulfur or fluorine (hereinafter referred to as the “PSF- plants” and “PSF-chemicals”),

2.2. precise location including geographical coordinates,

2.3. amount of discrete organic chemicals produced,

2.4. amount of PSF-chemical produced by each PSF-plant,
2.5. product group codes of produced discrete organic chemicals including PSF-chemicals.
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
